ADVISORY TO ALL CPSUs AND DGR SECURITY AGENCIES

(19 JAN 2012) : SPONSORSHIP FOR SECURITY GUARDS
1.
In response to the issues taken up by DGR which were impacting the security agencies sponsorship to CPSUs; and empanelment, the  MoD  vide MoD ID No. 4(3)/2011/D(Res-I) dated 5 Jan 2012 has decided that till a final decision is taken by it, the following clauses of the Govt of India, Ministry of Defence, Department of Ex-Servicemen Welfare Office Memorandum No 28(20)/10/D(Res-I) dated 29 Sep 2011 are temporarily held in abeyance :-

(a)
Clause (f):Spot Checks.  DGR will introduce institutionalized system of spot checking at the field level in respect of security agencies/other self-employment ventures in cooperation with DRZs/RSBs/ZSBs

(b)
Clause (i): Executive Committee.  Each Security Agency sponsored and awarded a contract will have an Executive Committee with representative(s) of the employed ESM guards and the Management.

(c)
Clause (k): Tripartite Agreement.  A tripartite agreement between the selected Security Agency and the Principal Employer (PSU etc) will be entered into before assigning the work to the security agency.

(d)
Clause (n): Non-Employment Affidavit. Affidavits regarding non-employment submitted by ESM (O) at the time of empanelment with DGR should be attested by first class Magistrate instead of Notary as at present.

2.
PSARA License & Application Acknowledgement.  MoD (ESW)  has also directed that Security Agencies in possession of PSARA License, as well as who have applied for PSARA License and have submitted to DGR the acknowledgment given by respective State Governments, will also be considered for sponsorship provided existing sponsorship criteria/guidelines are being fulfilled.   This is a temporary measure till final decision is given.
3.
No attestation by notary on any affidavits will be accepted. All rent agreements will be attested by First Class Magistrate/Executive Magistrate/registered with the concerned Sub Registrar of the concerned District. 
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4.
Reminder to all The Security Agencies.  Those Security agencies who have not submitted additional/revised documents or whose documents had been returned, are requested to submit the same keeping in view above Paras at the earliest.  

5.
The process has been initiated to sponsor security guards to CPSUs accordingly.
6.
Advisory of 20 Dec 2011 on the subject stands superseded.
